
 

 

Happy Birthday Uniting Church 
 

They say a picture paints a thousand words.  If that is the case, 
what is it that our Uniting Church logo is trying to say?  The 
Uniting Church in Australia turned 41 on Friday – something that 
almost slipped by unannounced.  The Uniting Church is still a 
young church, enduring growing-pains as it seeks to hear the 
commission of our Lord Jesus Christ, and be obedient to his will in 
an ever-changing and challenging world.  This is certainly 
apparent as we consider the various difficult issues it is agonising 
over at the moment.  Rather than ignoring the big questions facing 
society, it faces them head-on; something that has been a 
hallmark of this church.  On Wednesday morning, 22 June 1977 
people across Australia awoke to find a strange new emblem 
appearing on their local church buildings.  Rev Prof Andrew 
Dutney, ex-president of the national Assembly explains the logo 
this way:  
 

 The black background represents the darkened world – 
“disorientated, groping, as if in a power outage at night”.  

 Upon this background is the Cross of Christ, the crucified 
One.  

 Set against the centrality of the Cross is a dove with wings of 
flame depicting the Holy Spirit.  

 The incomplete ‘U’ at the bottom expresses the fact that we 
are uniting not united. As the Basis of Union declares, we 
are “people of God on the way to the promised end”. 
 

This symbol is every bit as powerful as it was when it first 
materialised on walls, signs and letterheads 40 years ago.  The 
Uniting Church - our Church - still seeks to shine the light of Christ 
in a darkened world; it still lifts high the Crucified Christ as the only 
hope for humankind; and just as the Holy Spirit at Pentecost 
transformed the disciples from fearful and confused people into 
courageous witnesses of Jesus’ resurrection, the Uniting Church 
relies on the power and guidance of the Holy Spirit for the sake of 
the ongoing mission of God in Australia. 
 

On the way Christ feeds the Church with Word and 
Sacraments, and it has the gift of the Spirit in order that it 
may not lose the way”.             (Basis of Union Par. 4). 

 

The journey of uniting the world under the banner of Jesus Christ 
continues as the Church uses her worship, witness and service to 
God’s eternal glory.  May we be committed to this journey despite 
the bumps and bruises we may need to endure along the way.
