Well, we will have managed to safely negotiate another         

Halloween. If you are like me, you will be glad to see the end of 

shops shelves filled with all the grotesque masks, skulls,     

pumpkins, etc. that have become the hallmark of Halloween. I 

shudder to see young children in ghost or skeleton costumes 

wandering the streets to go trick or treating. This is not simply 

protesting the óAmericanisationô of Australia. It is chiefly because 

the secular traditions have completely obliterated any             

understanding of the Christian origin of this festival; and I fear 

that the same fate may be in store for Christmas and Easter. 

The word Halloween is a contraction of óHallowed Eveningô, and 

means Holy Evening. It is also known as óAll Hallowsô eve or óAll 

Saintsô eve. It is the start of a three day festival in many Western 

churches dedicated to remembering the dead, particularly the 

saints. Along the way however, society has warped the original 

holy concept of honouring the dead into a freak show with 

ghosts, vampires and zombies.  

But if we avoid Halloween altogether because of this distorted 

view, we sadly also miss participating in óAll Saints Dayô, which 

is a celebration of the lives of the faithful that have ensured that 

the mission of God has continued on, and that the church of 

Christ has been faithful to his commission.  In the Protestant   

tradition, the word "saint" (meaning holy or sanctified) refers to 

all Christians—those who are ôin Christô, and in whom Christ 

dwells. Therefore on All Saints' Day, all faithful past members of 

local congregations are honoured and remembered.  

Halloween should prompt us to ask the question: who were/are 

the saints in our lives who have helped shape us into the      

people we are today?  Pope Francis is quoted as saying, óto be 

saints is not a privilege of a few, but a vocation for everyone.ô 

May you realise today that by the grace of God, and through the 

living presence of Christ in your life, you too have the capacity to 

merit the title ósaintô.      Pastor Graham Huth
